25 pc of cyberattacks motivated by
‘espionage’ in APAC region last year: Report

New Delhi, May 1
(IANS) About 25 per cent
of cyberattacks were mo-
tivated by 'espionage’ in
the Asia-Pacific (APAC)
region last year, which is
significantly higher than
the 6 per cent and 4 per
cent in Europe and North
America, respectively, a
new report showed
on Wednesday.

Of the 2,130 se-
curity incidents and
523 confirmed
breaches in the
APAC region, sys-
tem intrusion, social
engineering, and
basic web applica-
tion attacks repre-
sent 95 per cent of
breaches, according
to Verizon Business re-
port.

mised include credentials
(69 per cent), internal (37
per cent%, and secrets (24
per cent

"Since so much of cy-
ber espionage can be de-
fined as an advanced per-
sistent threat, it's especial-

ly important for organisa-
tions in APAC to continu-
ously refresh their securi-
ty protocols to prevent the
long-term collection of
sensitive data by hackers,”
said Chris Novak, Sr Di-
rector of Cybersecurity
Consulting, Verizon Busi-
ness.

The report analgsed

30,458 security incidents
and 10,626 confirmed
breaches in 2023 -- a two-
fold increase over 2022.
Last year, 15 per cent
of breaches involved a
third party, including data
custodians, third-party
software vulnerabilities,
and other direct or indirect
supply chain issues, the

report mentioned.

About 68 per cent of
breaches whether they in-
clude a third party or not,
involve a non-malicious
human element, which re-
fers to a person making an
error or falling prey to a
social engineering attack,
according to the report.
