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Eating grapes may protect against Samsung s

sunburn, UV damage to skin

New York,
Eating grapes can help
protect against sunburn
and ultraviolet (UV) skin
damage and natural com-
ponents found in the fruits
known as polyphenols are
thought to be responsible
for these beneficial effects,
according to a new study.
The results published in
the Journal of the American
Academy of Dermatology
revealed that participantsin
the study showed increased
resistance to sunburnand a
reduction in markers of UV
damage at the cellular level.
“Grapes may act as an
edible sunscreen, offering
an additional layer of pro-
tection in addition to topi-
cal sunscreen products,”
said lead researcher Craig
Elmets from University of

___Alabama, Birmingham in

the US.
The study investigated

the impact of consuming
whole grape powder —
equivalent to 2.25 cups of
grapes per day — for 14
days against photodamage
from UV light.

The participants’ skin
response to UV light was
measured before and after
consuming grapes for two
weeks by determining the
threshold dose of UV radia-
tion that induced visible
reddening after 24 hours —
the Minimal Erythema Dose
(MED).

The results showed that
grape consumption was
protective as more UV ex-
posure was required to
cause sunburn following
grape consumption, with
MED increasing on average
by 74.8 per cent.Analysis of
skin biopsies showed that
the grape diet was associ-
ated with decreased DNA
damage, fewer deaths of

skin cells,and a reductionin
inflammatory markers that
if left unchecked, together
can impair skin function
and can potentially lead to
skin cancer.

“We saw a significant
photoprotective effect with
grape consumption and we
were able to identify mo-
lecular pathways by which
that benefit occurs —
through repair of DNA
damage and
downregulation of
proinflammatory path-
ways,” said Elmets.

Most skin cancer cases
are associated with expo-
sure to UV radiation from
the Sun — about 90 per
cent of nonmelanoma skin
cancers and 86 per cent of
melanomas, respectively.

Additionally, an esti-
mated 90 per cent of skin
ageing is caused by the
sun.

Microsoft-owned open source developer plat-
form GitHub has reduced its Marketplace transaction
fee from 25 per cent to just 5 per cent.

The move will put more revenue in the pockets
of the developers, who are doing the work building
tools that support the GitHub community, the com-
pany said in a statement on Friday.

“We're increasing developer’s take-home pay for
apps sold in the marketplace from 75 to 95 per cent.
GitHub will only keep a 5 per cent transaction fee,” it
added.

More than 56 million developers are now build-
ing on GitHub globally.

This includes more than 1.9 billion contributions
added and more than 60 million new repositories cre-
ated, according to GitHub’s annual State of the
Octoverse Report that came out in December last
year.

Github has also announced to simplify app verifi-
cation process on its Marketplace.

Launched in 2017 and now home to the world’s
largest DevOps ecosystem, GitHub Marketplace is the
single destination for developers to find, sell, and
share tools and solutions that help simplify and im-
prove the process of building software.

Previously,a deep review of app security and func-
tionality was required before an app could be added
to Marketplace.
